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Workington District Cub Camp Kit List 2011
1. FULL UNIFORM: Boys/Girls must travel to and from the Camp site wearing uniform. This is also needed for inspection and for “Scouts own”.
2. SLEEPING BAG: and blanket, foam “roll/carry mat” for an under blanket (these could be purchased at “£ Store” or Aldi and lidl occasionally stock them, better to purchase a decent quality one that goes for sleeping bag also).Please don’t use bin bags for your sleeping bag these should be rolled up in appropriate bag
3. CAMP KIT: Older clothes which can get dirty/wet; shorts, two pair of trousers, a few T‑shirts, sweat shirt, socks, underwear etc and a pair of old trainers. Remember – the kids are probably going to get wet and dirty. A cap to protect them from the sun and sun cream! (P10/P20 once a day application if possible). NO SUITCASES and please remember  we are only at camp for 2 nights
4. WATERPROOF: Cagoule or something similar. We will be spending most of the time outside.  Trunks/shorts for the slide weather permitting.
5. WASHING KIT: Flannel, soap, toothbrush and paste, comb? ‑ shower gel and/or shampoo, showers are available but very rarely used.

6. TOWELS:  Hand towel.
7. PYJAMAS:  Or usual sleep attire.

8. FOOTWEAR: As stated previously a pair of old trainers.   And stout boots.

9. CAMP BLANKET: for the campfire. This can be used for sleeping also. If you do not have one get a “thickish” blanket from one of the charity shops. Try not to get a flowery colour because as the lads get older it will not fit in with the street credibility, unless of course your child is a girl cub. Cub Ponchos which are ideal for cub camp, these can be used for campfire blankets and also to put badges on these can be purchased from Taff at Moorclose  (post office) for around £10:00. Check delivery time?
10. TORCH:  This is essential [new batteries]. Plus spare, head torch are best for inside tent.
11. DIRTY WASHING BAGS: Two or three carrier bags are useful to separate dirty, wet washing from clean.

12. COAT HANGER: To hang uniform from so it does not end up in a crumpled heap.

13. EATING UTENSILS: Unbreakable plate, mug, bowl, knife, fork & spoon clearly marked with the kid’s name. (nail varnish is good for this as it does not wash off) or permanent marker
14. Small Game/Book/Cuddly Friend.
· The children must not have knives. 

· Don’t send any electronic equipment with them e.g. hand held computer games, personal stereo players and mobiles - this equipment has gone astray before and causes no end of aggravation. 

· No money should be brought to camp as the tuck shop is included in the price
